The meeting has raised several concerns which are regarded as impediments for
foreign trade and direct investment as followed:
® [xport-Import Bank of Thailand:
O Issue regarding a regulation that prohibits a land ownership by foreign
investors in Kenya and Tanzania.
As the land ownership by foreign investors is not permitted and only the

leasehold of land is permitted. Thereby, the bank is unable to use the land as one of
the guarantee for the lending given to the investor.

O Issue regarding insecurity among those country in Africa.
The bank has inquired on the potential effect on a recent terrorism occurred in
the Kenya.
® South Africa:
O The Ambassador of South Africa has kindly informed to the meeting on
the four main challenges among countries in Africa region as followed:

Also, South Africa is located in the same continent and can serve as an effective
distribution channel of g¢oods into the Kenya, Ghana, and Tanzania because of
availability of the developed infrastructure.

1. Issue regarding a regulation that prohibits a land ownership by foreign
investors in Kenya: even though the investors are not permitted to

A Guideline and Regulation on Doing Business and Investment in the Republic of Ghana

1. Ghana Free Zones Board (GFZB)

Discussion Summary

® Ghana aims to be West Africa’s manufacturing export processing hub with an
emphasis on value added products. The government provides monetary and
non-monetary incentives for export processing since export earnings are
particularly important for their positive effect on the nation balance of
payments.

® |nvestors have the choice of locating with other companies in one of the
Export Processing Zones (EPZ or Enclaves) or as a single enterprise outside
Tema. The Enclaves include Tema Export Processing Zone near Tema Port
and the capital Accra, Sharma Land Bank in the Western Region where oil
and gas activities are located, Sekondi Export Processing Zone between
Sekondi and Tekoradi seaport, and Ashanti Technology Park in Ashanti region
with necessary infrastructure and utilities such as water and energy.
Alternatively the whole of Ghana is accessible as the EPZ status can be
designated to the manufacturing plant at any location inside the country.
The location depends on proximity to raw materials, e.g. for wood processing
since natural resource is situated throughout the country, or nearby local
employment. The condition to qualify for a license is that the company has

to export more than 70% of the processed products.

® Ghana Free Zones Board operates as a one-stop service center for licensing,
obtaining permits, necessary facilities and infrastructure, and post-licensing
monitoring and monthly inspection. Prior to applying for a free zone status,
investors need to register a company in Ghana and obtain Certificates of
Incorporation and Commencement of Business (through Ghana Investment
Promotion Center — GIPC), enter the process of acquiring land or lease,

transfer initial funding for investment, and obtain the Environmental
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Protection Agency Permit (where applicable). The licensing process takes
around 28 working days. Once licensed and initial or renewal fee is paid,
investors receive monetary incentives such as 100% exemption on direct and
indirect duties and levies on all imports for production and exports from free
zones, 100% income tax exemption for 10 years and a tax ceiling of 8%
thereafter, and withholding tax exemption on dividends from free zone
investment. There are no import licensing requirements and minimal
customs formalities. Full ownership of a free zone enterprise is possible
without any restriction on repatriation of dividends or net profits. Free Zone
investors are permitted to operate foreign currency accounts with banks in
Ghana. The investment is guaranteed against nationalization and
expropriation. If the company cannot satisfy the minimum 70% export
requirement for a free zone status, other investment incentives are available
through the GIPC.

® There are 4 main commercial aspects or main sectors of operation for the
free zone: 1) Manufacturing activities; 2) Commercial warehousing e.g. as a
hub for fishery/fishmeal products or food/rice packaging (break the bulk)
importing through Tema or Tekoradi seaports and exports to other
landlocked countries in the region; 3) Service activities based on ICT, data
processing and other intangible service activities e.g. data processing center
for US firms; and 4) Developer e.g. industrial estate development by taking
land through an agreement with the Free Zones Board and developing
leased land to rent out factories. Land lease duration is 50 years with
another 49 years renewal and automatic renewal thereafter. The board will
help the developer market the place to potential companies. Machinery and
building materials can be imported duty free. The Free Zones Board owns
some land in the oil rich Western Region where Shama EPZ is located. It also
has land in the Tema region but most lands are already leased out to
developers. Investors prefer to use Ghana as a production base and export
to Nigeria. The government and the board provide offsite infrastructure and
the developers can utilize them for onsite services.

® There are 256 companies currently operating with the Free Zones Board (see
full list given) most of which are food processors. A resident custom officer is
assigned to each company that is a regular exporter in order to determine
what comes in and out and how much of the products is sold domestically
to the local market. The custom officer, whose service is paid for by the
government, goes to the warehouse with the investor, inspect the products
and accompany the goods to the location. Free zone companies are given a
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fast lane and special facilities at the port to bypass normal inspection
procedure.

® The investor signed an MOU letter agreeing to the 70% minimum export
requirement condition on the principle that goods will not be dump into
Ghana and compete with local companies. An environmental impact
assessment is needed for activities that may affect the environments. Initial
money transfer to Ghana for setting up the business can be in the form of
Letter of Credit (LOC) or as a payment for equipment and machinery imports.
There is no specific minimum amount of investment for a project. Investors
have to pay initial (USD 3,000-10,000) and renewal (USD 2,500-5,000) fees at
different rates according to the project activity with progressively higher fees
for manufacturing, service, developer and commercial activities (highest fees),
respectively. The license is based on a specific project so that different types
of goods can be sold using a commercial license but if a company would
like to expand its operation and manufacture products also, a new project
application is needed. Likewise, the ownership of the company can be fully
foreign owned or joint-investment or partnership with a local company, but if
it is sold to a different owner, the company has to ¢o back to the registration
office and notify the Free Zones Board in order to amend the project’s
record and confirms that the objective and operations of the project has not
been changed. Resident permits are processed at the free zones for skilled
foreign professionals and visas on arrival can be arranged under the Free
Zone project.

® For example, a canned fish factory operated as a free zone company is
treated as if it is an offshore company and can bring in all the raw materials
including cans, labels and packaging duty free. For the 30% or less of total
products produced that are sold domestically, a sale tax is paid on the
finished goods. The incentives are provided across sectors on the basis that
the project provides value addition, is environmentally friendly and the
products are exportable. Investors have come up with innovative use of
local raw materials such as spices, jatropha and palm oil seeds to create
export products. Rice milling and/or packaging, garment patching from textile
cuttings, assembly of electronic products are considered value addition. The
Free Zone board can also cooperate on investment promotion activities and
showcase of products.
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2. Ghana National Chamber of Commerce and
Industry

Discussion Summary

® The Chamber has previous contact with Thai exporters who have been
exporting to Ghana and some of the members also import rice from Thailand.
Ghanaians consume a lot of Thai rice even though rice imports put a lot of
pressure on Ghana foreign exchange. Future cooperation with Thai investors
can be built on investment in local rice production and processing, including
technical assistance that also help to create employment.

® The Chamber has around 4,000 members with annual subscription and
provides a wide range of service including inbound and outbound missions
and a platform for member companies to meet investors. The chamber will
send out information across to the members that Thai investors are
interested in certain sectors such as agro processing and link up interested
members to the investors. The Chamber also organizes trade fairs and
country visits. For example, the Chamber is helping to organize a mission of
Chinese investors coming to Ghana this October. The Chamber also has
relationships with many European and American companies. More current
businesses are directed towards Asian countries such as China and India
across various industries. Investors from Thailand can similarly organize a
mission to Ghana in order to showcase their expertise and potential business
investment that they would like to make. Another Chamber’s role is
advocacy of private sector rights to the government so that the private
sector continues to drive the economy forward. The Chamber has the largest
influence on business decision in Ghana and continues to work with the
government to further the private sector’s position.

® For joint venture or partnership, the Chamber can help giving investors
information on the business status of the members and do the due diligence
but may need to make further enquiries if the company is outside the
Chamber. There is no restriction on joint venture for which the Ghana
Investment Promotion Center (GIPC) can help with the required procedure.
Investor should consult with all the stakeholders including the GIPC. Ghana
has 10 regions with their own ministers and deputies who are appointed by
the president. Then there are districts and their chiefs. The Chamber
currently has branches in 7 regions. Legally, the investors should inform the
respective regional government on their investment presence so that they
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can provide appropriate assistance. Land ownership may belong to people in
the region through district chiefs. Therefore investors should consult district
chiefs together with the regional minister even when there is assistance to
obtain land at the national level. GIPC can help introduce investors to the
relevant stakeholders.

® For food processing, some foreign firms have their presence in Ghana as well
as few local firms. The difficulty with agriculture in Ghana has been over
supply of raw agricultural produce, much of which goes into waste. The focus
of the government and the Chamber is on value addition in food processing.
For fruit drinks, a Chamber’s member, Blue Skies Holdings Ltd. is a locally
owned company with British partner, producing for both local and foreign
markets. However there are still many opportunities for Thai investors to bring
in the expertise and utilize local raw materials and labor available to process
the fruits such as mangoes, pineapples and oranges which are abundant in the
country in addition to cashews. Land is also available for large scale agriculture
to make the products competitive. Alternatively a factory can be set up near
where the raw materials are in the country, or near the border with a country
where a particular crop is produced. Value addition through food processing
can help Ghana, the region and Thailand to develop our economies together.

® The country current difficulty with the economy and exchange rate
depreciation should be temporary. To depart from the current overreliance on
primary export commodities, business investment from value addition will
therefore be a great help to the Ghana’s economy. The interest rate in Ghana
has been relatively high so partnership with foreign investors will help to relief
funding cost of local businesses. Apart from the current macroeconomic
difficulty which should be temporary, Ghana has a good environment for long
term investment since it is one of the most peaceful democratic countries in
the West African region. Many foreign companies are using Ghana as a hub to
reach out to the rest of the region. The return on investment is relatively high
at around 25-35% on average. The cost of labor is comparatively on the lower
side and reasonable in terms of cost and quality. Both skilled and unskilled
labors are available for example to work on the farm and managing the farm
to produce raw material for food processing. Ghana provides many incentives
through the Free Zones board for export-oriented investments or other
incentives through GIPC if more than 30% of the products are to be sold
domestically. The Chamber as part of its advocacy role representing private
sector stakeholders, taking their issues on board and voicing their concerns, is
also contributing towards conductive investment environment. For example,
the Chamber helped resolve issue between the Blue Skies company and farm
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producers in order to source the right kind of pineapples by growing a new
variety for its new product line.

® |nfrastructure and utilities are available in the free zones. Some free zones are still
to be developed. Foreign investors from countries such as Thailand are
encouraged to develop an industrial zone since lands in many areas are still
available. For example, the Chamber is currently promoting a free zone with
Turkish companies to create a large industrial manufacturing zone. There may be
some difficulty with the supply of electricity and water outside the free zones but
relatively better than in Nigeria, for example. The Chamber can help resolve any
issue that may arise together with the Ministry of Trade.

® |n tourism, there has been a lack of development of tourist sites in need of
investment. Most hotel development occurs in Accra. Ghana Tourist Board at
the Ministry of Tourism can provide information on potential areas for
investment. Destinations such as Cape coast castle, Elmina castle and beach
sites are still waiting to be developed.

3. Thai Trade Center (Ghana)

Discussion Summary

® Thai companies with businesses in Ghana include rice traders such as
Riceland, ThaiFarm (including Tapioca), Rungphanom and Nakorn Luang.
Some companies (Riceland and ThaiFarm) have also established rice milling
operations in the country but many have recently scaled down their
presence and opened a representative office instead. Other firms which are
currently negotiation investments in Ghana include Thai Union Frozen (TUF
for canned tuna) and Pioneer. Major export items from Thailand to Ghana
are rice, plastic pellets and sugar. Large companies in the petrochemical
industry such as Indorama also have their presence. Ghana recently
discovered oil and has set up oil refinery facilities for production since 2010.

® Ghana is a relatively more stable country politically with a more attentive
workforce than other West African countries and at a similar level to Senegal.
Middle aged professionals people who came back from overseas helped
provide a sound foundation for the country. There is still a lack of technical
workforce with vocational training e.g. for operating machines or working as a
foreman however. Ghana’s road infrastructure will be well connected to
other countries in the region by the ECOWAS (The Economic Community of
West African States) road network along the coastline. It currently takes
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around four hour drive from Nigeria through Benin and Togo. Funding for the
construction of the road network comes from ECOWAS development
program for trade facilitation, and Chinese construction companies have won
the concessions for the road construction with further route to Ivory Coast.
For air transportation, the flight time from Lagos is around forty minutes.

® Potential sectors for trade and investment include agricultural machinery
which is still small in volume, canned seafood (sardine in brine). West African
countries implemented policies to promote local production of rice by raising
tariffs on rice, fertilizers and agricultural machinery and raw materials. Lower
tariffs can be applied to rice imports on the condition that they will lead to
further business along the supply chain. To increase domestic rice production,
agriculture machinery will be used to replace labor. Countries like Indonesia
and China therefore compete in this market segment on any machinery from
ploughing tractors, water pumps, to rice mills. There are some Thai businesses
which expressed interest to find partner in Nigeria and Ghana.

® | ocal rice production is still far below domestic demand however. Nigeria, for
example, can produce 3 million tons of rice whilst local demand reaches 6
million tons. The government had to reduce the import tariff on rice since the
remaining 3 million tons shortfall were being transported/smuggled through
Benin and Cameroon without any tax revenue. Import licensing was also
imposed so that the importer pays 30% if there is corresponding investment in
the rice supply chain from production to milling within the country whereas a
pure trader faces a higher charge of 70% so that the overall tariff on rice
become 113%. Import tariff on rice for Ghana is around 40-60%. Part of the
imported rice are re-exported to other landlocked countries. Local rice
production is of long grain variety without fragrance but sold at lower prices
since the milling process is not as developed resulting in broken rice which has
to be sold in mix. Ghanaians consume white rice whereas Nigerians also
consume parboiled rice and some fragrance Hom Mali rice. Rice production
area in Ghana is in a plain below the Akosombo dam at Lake Volta about 2
hour drive from Accra. Two Thai companies have rice mills over there are
Riceland and Thai Farm. India rice traders also have their presence.

® For agricultural machinery, Ghana still has to import machinery from China for
example. Even though it is rich in metal ore, Ghana does not have the industrial
capacity to manufacture steel. Many other products are also imported from
South Africa which has more established industrial base. Activities in which the
government would like to attract investment are food processing due to its
emphasis on food security. Like Nigeria, Ghana has many Palm plantations and
factories to produce refined palm oil for basic consumption. Most processed
products in supermarkets are imported brands, however.
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® Minimum wage is not too high at around 5-6 cede per hour and average
wage for office workers starts at around USD 300 per month. Lack of skilled
labor is @ major problem. For example, a large Korean company, Cosmo
Seafoods Co. Ltd., investing in processed/canned fishery products has
difficulty finding workers. Inflation is high at 15%. Price of utilities e.g. water is
not too high but there are problems with non-availability or shortage. Red
tape in many agencies is the main obstacles faced by investors and remains
a major concern for business operations. The situation may improve as the
government implements structural reforms towards efficiency enhancement
in order to control public spending. Current VAT rate is 15% on top of
national health insurance of 2.5% making an overall rate of 17.5%.

® |ntra-ECOWAS trade is expected to grow but local content requirement may
hinder industrial development as businesses have difficulty sourcing
intermediate products e.g. processed/rolled steel from within the region.

® The furniture market is competitive, particularly in the relatively larger
middle-to-lower income segment where Chinese products offer value for
money. The market for higher income segment is smaller and requires high
quality workforce.

® Processed food industry is attractive. Tomatoes, for example, can be grown
in fertile land north of the country and processed as ketchup. For fruit juice,
possibilities may be limited by the variety and volume of production
available. Ghana grows a lot of mangoes and pineapples but the tastes may
not be as sweet.

® There are many mining activities by Chinese companies in Ghana coming
together with the Chinese government. Ghana is also traditional cotton
producing country with local knowledge in textile production. Transportation
cost to Thailand can be significant. A dry container costs around USD 2,700
and shipping time is around 27 days.

® Ghana has a good potential for chilled/frozen facilities with a certain level of
capacity available at seaports. Tema port has good facilities and more room
available compared to Lagos where there are more traffic but become
increasingly congested.

® |nternational hotel chains such as holiday inns have invested in Ghana but
the market size may be more limited in comparison with East African
countries such as Kenya or Tanzania.
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4. The Ghana Investment Promotion: GIPC

Discussion Summary

® The investment facilitation role of GIPC has been expanded recently to cover
all sectors of the economy including mining, and oil and gas with the
establishment of a new GIPC Act, 2013 (Act 865). GIPC provides a dedicated
personal consultant with monitoring division and aftercare services including
follow up with relevant institutions.

® Potential sectors for investment include:

O Energy, where the current electricity penetration rate is 74% compared
with the government’s target to provide 100% coverage for the whole
country by 2020. The production capacity has to increase from over
2,000 MW currently to 5,000 MW accordingly. There are opportunities to
provide alternative sources of energy such as solar and wind energy
along the country’s 368 km coastline through IPPs (Independent Power
Producing Agreements) in addition to thermal energy. Investments are
also needed for electricity transmission and related infrastructure. The
recent oil and gas discovery also requires investment in gas turbine gas
tank farms for storage purposes. One of the five discovered oil fields
would requires an estimated USD 10-16 billion investment over a decade
including related supporting services such as restaurants, catering,
logistics, equipment supplies, security, telecommunication, weather
forecasting, construction, installation and maintenance of offshore
structure, pipeline  manufacturing  from  wielded steel, office
accommodation, and financial services;

O Infrastructure investment on roads, rails, ports and property
development. The government has a plan of Build-Operate and Transfer
(BOT) concession for the Eastern Corridor Road from Accra to the
Northern region which should reduce travel time from the current 9
hours by half to 4.5 hours. A feasibility study should be submitted to the
Ministry of Transport for competitive bidding. Railways development to
expand investment to other regions outside the greater Accra area where
82% of FDI is currently concentrated. Ports development including in
Tema and Takoradi through Public Private Partnership (PPP) contracts.
Property development for 1.5 million residential units including
affordable housing projects which are left 64% completed by the
government. The government can arrange to get land for investors to
develop a township in the Central region and offices and
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accommodation spaces in the Western region to make room for growing
activities following oil discovery. There is also large demand for portable
water which requires construction of factories and water treatment plant;

O Agriculture investment opportunities cover broad areas ranging from crop
production, livestock raising, aquaculture to agro-processing where the
government’s current priority is to produce for local market before
exporting, particularly aquaculture with  growing domestic fish
consumption. Grain crops include rice, sorghum, maize and soybean. A
high yield variety of Sorghum, for example, is used by the beer industry
(Guinness Ghana Breweries Limited) to replace barley in production.
Local supply of grains is still inadequate to supply the baby feed industry
and Ghana is currently importing cow peas from Senegal and Sierra Leon
for baby feeds. Cassava production in Ghana is currently run by a quasi-
government company based on a high yield variety of 36 metric tons per
acre. The current production technology can produce up to starch. The
factory is I1SO certified and supplies the EU market. Potential value
addition includes the use of raw material for producing paper, oils,
biofuels and renewable energy. There is a large shortfall in poultry
production for growing local consumption. The poultry industry is still
developing necessary standards such as labeling and certification,
technology and supporting services for exporting chicken and turkey
meat to EU for example. In addition to the need of agriculture machinery
and equipment, in terms of agricultural infrastructure, more irrigation
facilities are needed as there are currently only 3 companies engaging in
irrigation projects. A better irrigation system will support pineapple farms
which are still rely mostly on rain, for example;

O Tourism opportunities in hospitality services, entertainment, leisure
sports information and souvenir shops, tourism transport and financial
services. Tourism destination that are identified are forts and castles, and
natural reserves such as waterfalls;

O Manufacturing investment opportunities include pharmaceutical, food
and agro processing, high value textile, sauce production, manufacturing
of electrical and electronics products. There are strong regulations
related to forestry and wood processing in protected areas;

O Services industries include 1) technology services such as software,
business solution, networking, processing and outsourcing, manufacturing,
assembly and supply of computer and accessories, high-technology
telecommunication equipment, telephony and back office operations, as
well as science and technology parks and education supporting services; 2)
Education where many private universities have been established during
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the past 15 years to serve the growing demand for high quality tertiary
education facilities. Related educational services also include the supply of
books and stationary; 3) Financial services which are regulated by the Bank
of Ghana. Mostly in investment banking instead of commercial banks.
Local investor threshold of 10% for manufacturing, for example, makes it
difficult for local banks to fund the local portion of a large USD 25-50
million investment. Micro finance is undergoing development. Other
opportunities include saving and loans, mutual funds and trusts.

® Business registration with Registrar’s General Department (Ministry of Justice
and Attorney General) is required prior to registering the investment with GIPC
to obtain GIPC certificate of investment promotion/tax incentives. Three types
of foreign investments are available for registration: as a joint venture (where
there is a USD 200,000 minimum amount of required foreign equity), as a
wholly foreign company (100% foreign with minimum equity of USD 500,000),
or as a general trading company (USD 1,000,000 minimum foreign equity). The
minimum foreign equity can be in the form of manufacturing equipment, or
local and foreign currency in a bank account to purchase land, for example.
The GIPC can then issue a certificate of registration and employment quota
(number of work permits depend on investment value). The investment
registration application can also be submitted at GIPC regional offices to be
forwarded and processed at headquarter in Accra. Certificate issuance process
takes around 15 days but can be substantially longer if the project involves an
environmental impact assessment. There are fees and costs associated with
certificate registration and renewal (every 2 years). The duration and amount
of tax holiday and locational incentives vary according to sectors and
locations. Investment in tourism activities will be considered on a case-by-case
basis. Investment with value above USD 15 million will receive a strategic
investor status with special access and incentives.

® Majority of foreign investment in Ghana apart from the oil and mining sector
(which was previously under the free zone administration) is in services and
manufacturing. British companies are the biggest investor by value in 2012
and Chinese companies by the number of projects. GIPC can help investors
find local partner and has a list of local companies in various investment
sectors which are looking for foreign investments with management
background and expertise.1 For example, a local company producing animal
feed has secured larger funding from a financier to fund additional
production line for pellets in addition to the main feeds.

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® For agriculture, 58% of the total amount of land in the country is available
and currently around 20% of that is being utilized. Local rice production on
commercial basis started in 1974 and received assistance from Germany to
develop the land and irrigation. By 1994, long grain rice can be produced at
good quality but there are still problems with management, transportation
and land erosion. In particular, Ghana still needs assistance for conducting
topographical reconstruction of land and water. There are irrigation sites in
Temale north of the country and two more in the upper east region with
10,000 hectares of developed land. Unutilized canals have collapsed and
have to be developed in order to expand the irrigation but enough water
supplies are available from the dam. Government owned 25,000 acres of
developed land in the south at the Dawhenya in greater Accra for which less
than 10,000 acres have been utilized for a vegetable production project. The
rest were given to village chiefs for community use but an investment
project turned out to be infeasible due to failure to get approval from all
people in the community. Thus it is preferable that investors contact GIPC
which will help to do the due diligence. The World Bank and USAID are also
helping to finance a USD 140 million 5-year project with 100,000 acres of
land to develop agricultural value chains for smallholders farming
cooperatives through PPP arrangements (Ghana Commercial Agriculture
Project: GCAP which began in 2012). One of the implemented activities is
grain production and warehousing of soybeans for the school meal program.
The government’s food security initiative also includes the production of
maize, rice and soy cake for agro industry. For example, a US investor from
Texas has utilized 75,000 hectares of land to produce animal feeds.

® |nfrastructure projects include a USD 24.5 million construction of a diagnosis
service facility within a teaching hospital through Public Private Partnership
(PPP); a USD 20 million rehabilitation and expansion of the motorway to
Tema, also through PPP, for which the revenue from toll payments will
depend on the traffic flows; and a rehabilitation of the existing road network
that are being used to transport manganese ore from the western Ashanti
region to the Tema port and further to Accra.

® An interested investor should come up with 1) a sector profile for GIPC to
help develop an investment proposal; and 2) an outline of investment ideas
in order to conduct an economic feasibility study and make further
adjustments accordingly e.g. PH value of the soil on available land needs to
be verified for sugarcane production.
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5.  Ministry of Food and Agriculture-MOFA

Discussion Summary

® Potential investment in agriculture in Ghana consists of crops and livestock
including fishery. There are potentially 14 million hectares of land available
for agriculture but only half or around 7 million hectares are currently being
used. The government has a policy of local production towards self-
sufficiency. At present, Ghana’s overall food production is self-sufficient but
rice is about 60% self-sufficient and the government has a goal for rice
cultivation so that local production can serve 100% of local demand.
Potential crops for production include oil palm, rubber, coconut, and cashew
among others. There are rivers and water bodies that can be tapped for
irrigation with support from the government but the current states of
infrastructure for road and irrigation are still in need of improvements. Apart
from local consumption, crop production can serve 400 million people in
the West African Sub-region. There are close to 300 million people who live

in very dry regions that are in need of help due to food shortage.

® Several opportunities exist for horticulture where varieties of fruits and
vegetables can be grown in irrigated sites. Tomatoes are grown in the upper
east region, coastal area and Accra area. New variety of peppers and chilies
are being developed by the Crop Research Institute (CRI) under the Council
for Scientific and Industrial Research of Ghana (CSIR). Potential fruits with
major production include pineapples and oranges which are grown in the

eastern and central region.

® |arge scale farming is encouraged but may be based on contract farming
(“inclusive farming”) for small farmers since 95% of landowners are small
holders due to the family-hold land ownership system. For example, cassava
farmers are small holders with overall production of 17 million tons, only 5
million tons of which are for local consumption and the remaining 12 million
tons are used for industry. Commercial agriculture projects are responsive to
market prices of commodities and farmers have to minimize costs of
production to improve their margin. Investment in agricultural production
and inputs support can be tax exempt. However there is a buffer stock

system for food security purpose with a minimum guarantee price by the
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government that should be viewed as the last point of transaction for
farmers. The overall direction on how much crops should be produced or
exported is outlined in the crop budget document prepared annually by the
Ministry of Food and Agriculture. At present, livestock and poultry are 40%
and 50-60% imported respectively. Fishery supply is still insufficient for
domestic and industry purposes. There is an opportunity for production of
red fish in Lake Volta and tuna is recently farmed in the continental shelf
area. Oil palm plantation is an upcoming possibility as outlined in last year’s
African Palm Qil Congress in Cote d’lvoire (lvory Coast) and the government

will provide help to investors in financing and negotiation.

® |nvestment possibility includes infrastructure  development and
mechanization for production, packaging and marketing. The existing
infrastructure is still not adaptable for cold storage. The government is also
interested in rice technology transfers for local production. There is also the
need for investment in the irrigation system since the current system is
mostly rain fed. Crop productivity has gone down so technology and
infrastructure improvements are needed so that less land is committed for
production. The current policy is to shift gradually from public administration
in agriculture towards more private partnership involvement. The
government provides a legal certainty framework to protect investment in
agribusiness. The private sector plays the role of service providers to
motivate farmers through a smallholder-sensitive investment (as advocated

by Geoffrey Livingston and others, for example)
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6. Ministry of Trade and Industry
Discussion Summary

® (Ghana is currently facing short term economic challenges with the fiscal
situation that are common for countries in their transformation from a lower-
middle income country. Ghana is thus undergoing structural reforms but still

growing annually at 7.1%.

® |n the medium to long run, Ghana oil and gas discovery will help to develop
its industrial base. Current production of oil reaches 100,000 barrels a day
and will be doubled to 200,000 barrels on stream by 2016. Nevertheless,
Ghana is still facing energy supply challenges with investment opportunities
for independent power producer (IPP). For Ghana to be a manufacturing
country, it will need around 5,000 MW of electricity for which current
production capacity is only half of the amount. The electrical energy will
come from hydroelectricity projects from the dam whose construction is
completed by Chinese company, as well as IPPs in the Tema region. Ghana
also needs its own gas pipeline to reduce its reliance on the West African gas
pipeline from Nigeria. Problems with gas delivery will cause disruption to
power generation and affect business production reducing revenue from

production related tax such as corporate income tax.

® The government is likely to implement expenditure measures such as
broadening of the tax base, reclaim tax exemption, earmarking a certain
percentage of its oil revenue for Ghana Infrastructure Development Fund as
seed capital for commercial and social investments, issuing infrastructure
bonds in order to ease up pressure on the fiscal space arising from 1) its
previous policy to increase the public sector wage bills which now take up
70% of the total tax revenue, in order to attract talents from moving to the
private sector; and 2) price subsidies on utility and petroleum at pump that
also represent a large expenditure item. As mentioned, market adjustments
have been successful with energy but there are still problems with the
provision of utility so the government needs to take care of its people. There
is a possible IMF program initiated by the government since there will be
high inflation pass through from the removal of utility subsidy and difficulty

with the currency arising from the balance of payment problem. Majority
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(around 90%) of industry and production companies are SMEs that may be
affected as a result. Since the country is operating under British law and
education system, has a significant employment base, and is a signatory to
international arbitration, investors will be protected. As the economy is
moving towards full recovery, there will thus be opportunities in the energy
space since the pricing has become more attractive. Any transaction and
partnership with the government such as raising financing need to pass

through the cabinet and obtain parliamentary approval.

® For other commodities, Ghana is the world’s second largest cocoa exporter
after Ivory Coast and among the first ten for gold. Since the government’s
tax and non-tax revenues come from both domestic and external sources,
the vulnerability of external income to commodity price movements also
affects the country’s balance of payment, the government’s revenue, and
the stability of the currency. These are short-term internal and external
challenges but for the long term, the GIPC is overseeing the country’s
investments. The government also has the policy to increase export
diversification for which investment opportunity involves greater addition of
products derived from natural resource. This will require the introduction of
manufacturing processes and a sustainable supply of energy is therefore
critical. Ghana has large import bills for consumption and intermediate
products including machinery and equipment, against smaller income from
primary commodity exports, and therefore has a negative trade balance. The
policy is to decide what to produce, using which process, for which market,
first to Ghanaian population and then export out. The ministry of trade and
industry also has policy initiatives for free zone program areas to produce for
exports under the Free Zones board and SMEs development with the
National Board for Small Scale Industries (NBSSI), GIPC and its regional offices
which can help with program identification and land acquisition including
related utilities. Land acquisition can be made from private organization,
land banks and farmers’ cooperatives. Private warehouses are available near
Accra. For other areas outside the capital, the government can help put up
the infrastructure. Key regulation is the requirement to conduct an
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA). A US company Cargill, for example,
visited different parts of the country to identify potential site for its grain
production and conduct the environment impact assessment. After

identifying an area in Foso close to the harbor, the investor came with a
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representative to GIPC to discuss the matter with a committee whose
members include relevant agencies such as the Bank of Ghana, Ministry of
Finance, Ministry of Trade and Industry, Ministry of Food and Agriculture, and
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). Another private sector agency
which provides investor service with members contributing towards the

country industrial development is the Association of Ghana Industries (AGI).

® There are also opportunities in real estate housing and commercial building
to provide infrastructure for the growing middle class. The growing capital
market is also attractive since people put more money in banks, saving and
loan, and microfinance institutions.

® For trade policy, the ministry is undertaking negotiation with the EU and
ECOWAS on an Economic Partnership Agreement (EPA) for better terms than
GSP without any quota restriction. The certificate of origin is processed by
the Ghana Chamber of Commerce which is also represented in the GIPC
committee. The value addition requirement is 35% of the product. The
exports have to also satisfy requirements of Ghana Standards Authority and
obtain FDA licenses for food items. Ghana will also benefit from the US-
African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA) continuing reauthorization in

sector such as garment and canned tuna.
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7. Ghana Port and Harbour Authority
(GPHA at Tema port)

Discussion Summary

® Ghana has two major ports in Tema and Takoradi serving as West Africa
gateway to the world (EU, US, China and Asia) as well as entry points for other
landlocked countries in the region such as Niger, Burkina Faso and Mali. Both
ports are undertaking expansion projects due to increased activities and the
recent oil and gas discovery. The Tema port’s container traffic reached
841,989 TEUs in 2013.

® The GPHA, a self-financing state enterprise without any government guarantee,
has been undergoing several changes to improve its physical infrastructure and
efficiency, notably after the Port Reform in 2000 when the government started
to seek private participation. The number of port employees was reduced by
60% and concessions were given to private sector companies such as Maersk
to operate the container business, a PPP consortium to service the MPS
Container, or a consortium led by SG Alcatel to provide the electronic system
such as GPS and electronic custom seal. An e-port system which can identify
ships and containers facilitates movements in and out of the port and controls
overall customs and clearance process. All stevedoring belongs to local
companies. Maersk controls 70% of the container terminal. There is a current
bidding for a foreign logistics company as well as for one of the five inland
container depots (ICDs) within 1-2 km of the port,

® Current mode of transportation from Tema port is by road (to Accra through the
George W. Bush highway). Rail transportation to the center of Accra currently
serves passenger traffic only. Tema port is facing infrastructure challenges due to
substantially increased activities with the container traffic increased by eightfold
since its first operation in 1968. The port is currently operating at 80% of its
maximum capacity at 1 million TEUs this year in 2014. Over the next 14 years,
the required capacity is expected to be more than 2 million TEUs by 2028 so a
substantial expansion is needed. There is also problem with truck congestion
around the port with constant movement in and out of the port. A short term
solution is to build truck parking space outside the area.

® For the long term, there is a plan for a multimodal transport system since
the capacity of the road network is limited. The roundabouts on the highway
to the port will be replaced by flyovers. Alternative access roads to and from
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the port as well as a railway network will be constructed in addition to an
inland port facility. Currently, there is still no carriage connectivity from the
port to the hinterland, and railways need to be developed to facilitate
movement of goods to the landlocked countries (with current traffic of
around 200,000 TEUs) since there is an excess load limit on road
transportation. The existing road network extends 300 km north of the port.
An inland facility in the hinterland will also be developed, possibly to
Kumasi, a commercial town in the Ashanti region. The investment is
structured as a self-financing non-government project funded through PPP.
The transit trucks facility in Ashanti is financed by the World Bank.

® Tema Port expansion would require the purchase of many capital equipment
and a significant investment in physical infrastructure to triple the size of the
port including dredging to create more space to accommodate larger cargo
and passenger cruise ships, contour terminal, RoRo terminal, and new food
and fruit container and storage terminals. A medical facility will also be
constructed to serve port workers, in response to labor right and community
advocates. Port workers are represented by the labor union without any
strike in the port for the past 25 years. Overall investment for the port
expansion would cost around USD 2.2-2.5 billion.

® (assavas are currently transported in sacks to be put in ship. Other
agricultural goods being transported through Tema port includes cocoa, fish,
raw and processed fruits and vegetables, canned and fresh tuna, Shea
butter, chestnut and yam. There are also many imports from Brazil.

® The Takoradi port will also be transformed into an oil and gas service port with
a EUR 197 million investment financed through bank loans (one half of the
amount from China) in order to upgrade the currently limited oil pipes facility.
