3. Discussion Session:
The meeting has raised several concerns which are regarded as impediments for
foreign trade and direct investment as followed:
® [xport-Import Bank of Thailand:
O Issue regarding a regulation that prohibits a land ownership by foreign
investors in Kenya and Tanzania.
As the land ownership by foreign investors is not permitted and only the
leasehold of land is permitted. Thereby, the bank is unable to use the land as one of
the guarantee for the lending given to the investor.

O Issue regarding insecurity among those country in Africa.
The bank has inquired on the potential effect on a recent terrorism occurred in
the Kenya.
® South Africa:
O The Ambassador of South Africa has kindly informed to the meeting on
the four main challenges among countries in Africa region as followed:
1. Food securities
2. Natural Resources
3. Security and Development
4. Regulation and Protection
Also, South Africa is located in the same continent and can serve as an effective
distribution channel of g¢oods into the Kenya, Ghana, and Tanzania because of
availability of the developed infrastructure.
® Kenya:
O The vice ambassador of Kenya has kindly informed to the meeting on
issues as followed:
1. Issue regarding a regulation that prohibits a land ownership by foreign
investors in Kenya: even though the investors are not permitted to

have a permanent ownership buy the leasehold of land is permitted.
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® Peru:

Issue regarding insecurity in Kenya: Kenya has policy to prevent
terrorist and trying to implement those measures.

Issue regarding micro-finance: Kenya has 5 banks which favor micro-
financial support.

Issue regarding infrastructure: In transportation, government have
plans for connecting transportation system between Kenya and
Ethiopia. Furthermore, Kenya has many ports along the coast.

Issue regarding cost of labour: Kenya have a potential worker
supplement with low wages, the minimum wage in Kenya is around
100 USS$ per month. Thai company which invested in Kenya can have
up to 20% of Thai labour. At present, an important investor from

Thailand in Kenya is Dusit-Thani in Mombasa.

O The secretary of embassy of Peru has kindly informed to the meeting of

Peru’s competency and a potential investment in the country as

followed:

1.

Bilateral-trade between Peru and Thailand and other countries: As
Peru has made trade agreement with several countries; the investor
can utilize benefits from the agreements of Peru with EU, China and
Japan.

A potential hub to countries in Latin-America region: Peru is
connected and can serve a potential gate to countries in Latin-
America region.

A developed infrastructure: Government of Peru has developed an
infrastructure (i.e. an expand highway) to bordering countries.

An investment oriented government policy: Peru has a high demand
of investor in many industries such as mining, tourism, etc. At present,
the most important investors have come from Vietnam in
Infrastructure and Petroleum industry. The minimum wage of

Peruvian labour is about 670 USS per month.

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2. N3eNIINNYNT (Ministry of Agriculture)
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O Peru’s geography is divided into 3 regions: Coastal areas, Highlands and the
Amazon basin. Most agriculture products for export come from the coastal
areas where large scale productions by local, foreign and multinational
companies take place. Traditional products include corn, rice, coffee and
potatoes. Varieties of other products such as grapes, mango, quinoa, alfalfa,
asparagus sugar cane are also produced according to market demand.

O Agricultural activities in the highlands consist mainly of small scale, low-tech
traditional farming to produce mixes of products such as herbs for natural
medicine and nutritional supplements, over 300,000 varieties of potatoes, and
organic banana, coffee, cocoa and grains.

O A variety of crop species can be produced in the Amazon basin area at
different altitudes subject to environmental and forestry regulations. Peruvian
government policy encourages investments to improve technology in
agricultural production in the highlands and to promote social inclusion in the
Amazon basin. For example, plantation of pineapples in areas between
highland and the jungle is possible.

O Major foreign companies in the sector are Spanish and Chilean. Chinese,
Japanese and Korean companies also produce to serve their respective home
markets by farming in dedicated areas according to own product requirements.

O Fishery is under the supervision of the Ministry of Production. Fishery from
warm water ocean made Peru world’s #1 fishmeal exporter from anchovy
(subject to government quota).

O Possibilities of agricultural production in the coastal region:

1) Making contract with local cooperatives — Government encourages agricultural
cooperatives by grouping small farmers put into contact with traders.

2) Contract farming on irrigated land - Government provides security on land
ownership and irrigation, and improves ways of making contract with farmers.

O There is no restriction on land ownership and all rights to water given by the
government. Irrigation is provided through private concession/permits in the
public regulated market or competitive market based on market arrangement
between private sectors. The only restriction applies to land within 50km of the
border where special permission is required. Irrigated land is almost full in the
south. More available land in the north e.g. Olmos Tinajones irrigation project
900km north of Lima with USD 500mn of new private investment or Chavimochic
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irrigation project in the northeast as possible areas for joint venture in agriculture.
The price of irrigated land is based on market negotiation.

O The government practices free market agricultural policy with no price fixing
but makes suggestion to farmers on which crops to plant in order to balance
supply and demand as well as water availability (all sugarcane are produced
for domestic market). Most regulations are related to sanitary standards.

O For biofuels, Malaysian companies are looking to produce Palm oil to serve
local biodiesel demand. Three local companies produce sugarcane for
ethanol. Peruvian government has crop replacement policy in the jungle area
to replace coca production with palm oil but investors also need to satisfy
environmental concerns related to palm oil plantation.

O All investors are given the same level of support regardless of which FTAs are
in effect, and are allowed full recovery of profits to home country without
any restriction.

O Thai investors are regarded as partners and friends and will be given full
information as required. The Agriculture Minister is also visiting Thailand, China
and Japan during September. Peru hosts a major exhibition on agriculture and
fishery in August (August 26-27 2014) with 35,000 visitors/buyers from
supermarket/hotel distribution channels. Investors attending the event can
find or gauge potential local, regional and global demand.

O Types of investment that Peruvian government prefers/encourages: Investment
that brings innovation, technology and transformation in agriculture, food
processing, land development with new products especially in the highlands
where there are still poverty, and building of roads and highways.

O Investment channel through joint venture with local businesses via contact with
Exporter Association of Peru (ADEX). Investment needs to add value e.g. through
better technology. The government will provide supporting infrastructure and
legal support. Visa application takes around 90 days.

O Labor issues: Minimum wage is around 200-300 USD per month. Generous
employee benefits as required by law imply that viable investment should be
profitable enough to cover labor costs.

O Local marketing channels: Peru has a growing middle class with increasing
ability to spend e.g. on new cars. Retail market provides all agricultural
products fresh every day. Peru experiences a recent culinary boom with food
institutes and restaurants situated in Lima allowing small local produces to
cater for the various recipes. Textile products are based on niche fiber from
animals such as alpaca. Tourism is based on the content of 85% of all native
culture in South America. Tourism investment priority is in infrastructure
across the country such as hotels and transportation.
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3. National Confederation of Private Business
Institutions — CONFIEP
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O CONFIEP represents private institution groupings which cover companies (both
local and foreign) in all sectors in Peru e.g. banking association, agro industry
association, fishery association, association of poultry (APA), exporters
association (ADEX) on their general economic interests including government
policies, trade, investment and labor issues.

O Current Peruvian government’s investment promotion policy is to provide

public concessions for investment in infrastructure for which the investment
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promotion agency, Proinversion is in charge of all national projects. The
investment required is around USD 81 billion and there are opportunities in
various sectors e.g. irrigation project, housing construction for different
residential classes and for businesses.

O CONFIEP can provide information on the regulations, taxes and competition in
addition to giving opinion on government policies and represent companies in
the law-making congress. Peruvian government works together with the private
sector and CONFIEP’s opinion on government policies is important for
government and businesses. CONFIEP can help advertise foreign investors’
investment interests to member associations in specific sectors and introduce
them to companies in all sectors in Peru and facilitates on various issues such
as taxes, labor rights and regulations.

O A significant change in Peru’s economic policy occurs during the 1990s when
President Fujimori introduced a new model for the Peruvian economy that has
been followed by other presidents up to the present. There was a consensus
between the public and private sectors to rescue the economy and
implement structural changes in government and businesses in order to
improve economic competitiveness. Private sector was given a predominant
role in driving the economy with privatization and equal treatment for local
and foreign companies in their investment and business operations, and
equally protected in international trade and investment. The government
policy concerns poverty reduction and public well-being and currently has a
renewed emphasis on encouraging public and private investment.

O Foreign investment is needed in infrastructure, railway construction, fishing,
mining, agro-industry, petrochemical among many sectors. For Public Private
Partnership projects, Government concession contracts will stipulate specific
rules, incentives and investment protection for which the conditions can be
negotiated. In agro-industry, there are special laws on labor and taxes
applicable to all investors. During the 1970s the government implemented
land expropriation policy at the expense of private investment.

O As for investment conditions, Peru is a relatively stable country in South
America and political risk is currently lower than previously the case. Peru
primary exports are in primary commodities e.g. mining and subject to global
price volatility so the government tries to add value to products.
Technological improvement, formalization of the economy (majority of Peru

employment is in the informal sector) and the required education
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improvement are needed. The government works to reduce income inequality
and expand the middle class. Today, the middle class has greater purchasing
power resulting in higher level of economic activities and more trade and
investment opportunities. There are more retail and shopping centers in Lima
and other cities such as Arequipa, Trujillo, Cusco and Piura. In Ica region near
Lima where agro industry and tourism industries are located there is zero
unemployment. The country has a strong banking sector with presence in
Latin America region that is important for businesses. Electrical and railway
systems have to be improved, however. More ports and airports will provide
opportunities for trade and tourism. Three additional railway lines will be
added to the current Lima metro line. Peru’s national infrastructure
association (AFIN) works with Proinversion on infrastructure projects.

O There are Peruvian companies such as Gloria and Ajegroup (producer of Big
Cola) which have outward investment in the Latin America region and
throughout the world. Similar to inbound investment, the Peruvian
government does not provide specific incentives for outbound investment.
Thus there has been a significant change in the mindset of Peruvian

companies to improve their businesses and compete in the global stage.
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O Foreign investors are given national treatment with equal status as local
investor regardless of FTAs.

O Large amount of investment is required to cover the infrastructure gap in
Peru and Lima in particular. The government would not take its own risk and
instead let the private sectors invest by themselves since the government
does not have the capacity to manage such projects. There are some Public-
Private Partnership projects in certain sectors such as healthcare e.g. hospital,
energy and transportation.

O The capital Lima experienced rapid expansion and some provinces had
economic growth of 10% per year on average, faster than total GDP growth
for the country as a whole. Richest provinces are situated along the coast.
Mining activities take place in the mountain areas. The jungle part of the
country is least developed. There are large agricultural projects in areas
between the mountains and the jungle compared with current plantations
along the coast.

O Labor issues: Peru has higher minimum wage than Bolivia, Ecuador and
Venezuela. Existence of large informal sector covering a significant portion of
the workforce. Getting more people into the formal sector remains a
challenge. Investment in the provinces will get more people employed.
There is severe gap for qualified skilled workforce/personnel. For example,
there is high demand for engineers so obtaining a work permit in the sector is

relatively easy. Peruvian law allows bringing in of foreign expats up to 20% of
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the total workforce. Peruvians are open to foreigners but local workforce still
needs to develop qualification/training more compared with the rest of Latin
America.

O Political economy: Peruvian government does not have as strong populist
policy as in other Latin American countries (no nationalization of private
properties). However, people still don’t see enough government spending on
public services, security and overall safety. E.g. Due to decentralization of
local government, Lima has different mayors for each municipality. Private
security services are widely used in some areas in Lima such as Miraflores
tourist district.

O Investment authority to approach for project consideration: 1) Top down
through Proinversion, 2) Bottom up through local/regional government (need
local knowledge; more opportunities but harder to map). Local governments
regulate foreign investment in each region so it is necessary to talk to local
government and establish local contact (including for investment
promotion). Investors need to comply with the requirements of the
government e.g. significant spending on social and environmental responsible
activities. Proinversion does not micro manage local projects but taking
projects covered by Proinversion can be a safer path.

O Fishery, or fishmeal in particular, is not included in the (EY’s) list of potential
sectors. Strong market but try to move towards value added products for
human consumption. Market for fishmeal is already established and investors
need to pay the right price if want to buy a company or part of a company.
Not easy to set up a new company. All 5-6 major fishery companies are EY’s
clients and initial introduction can be arranged.

O Other specific investment area is recycling where there is a large supply gap
since only 5% of residual waste in Lima got recycled. Forestry and furniture
industries are also more focused and directed towards the Amazon region.

O Most investors on agricultural crops plantation are large companies buying
land or getting into agreement with local consortium/producers and
responding to community/social demand. Ministry of agriculture has a USD 1
billion investment project for mass agricultural production of export crops in
the coastal dessert area where the government provides irrigation system
infrastructure. Andean crops are more decentralized. Government puts effort
to concentrate Andean products for trading. Government agency promotes

Andean crops exportation but still at a too small scale for large investors.

Producers need to work hard to obtain the permit to export to the US/EU

under high standard requirements. Soils in the Andean region are not as

fertile and need to rest 7-8 years for potatoes plantation, for example.

O Listed potential sectors have greater value and range of possibilities:

Mining activities are dominated by existing foreign companies such as
Canadian, Australian, etc. but investment in provision of services related
to the mining sector has good potential. All global mining companies
have their presence in Peru.

Construction and real estate including building materials etc. are the star
sector growing fivefold between 2002-2012. Many construction activities
in Lima and other provinces including USD 15bn transportation “Urban
Development Project of Lima and Callao.” There is one major local
construction company, foreign groups (including Brazilian companies) and
multinational construction companies. Problems with small local
construction companies in Lima engaging in criminal activities to protect
own market interests.

There are currently 63 power projects some of which provide
opportunities for renewable energy form wind generation and compose
but most power projects are for hydroelectricity or gas.

In retail and services, 3 major conglomerates are expanding to the rural
areas whilst current projects are in the capital and tourist towns like
Cuzco. Increasing number of shopping centers/malls is driven by highest
economic growth in certain province of Lima. Peru is at the beginning of
a demographic bonus with growing young population/workforce.

In hospitality and tourism sector, Lima has become a globally renowned
food destination utilizing varieties of ingredients from different parts of
the country. Restaurants in Lima are expanding abroad and have
established activities in the provinces. Hotel infrastructure is still the main
investment gap with currently over 120 hotel projects. Foreign investors
are interested in buying local tour companies. Peru will host many
international conferences and hotels in Lima and Cuzco will reach near
full capacity so there is room for infrastructure investment.

Investment in restaurants can be done at any scale that provides good

costs and benefits basis.

Peru remains world #2 exporter of fishmeal (from Anchovy catch) mostly to
China which bought third largest production factory in Peru. Peru’s National
Fishery Association can be contacted for possible investment in fishmeal
factories. Fishery processing firms are mostly local.

Investor should consult environmental regulations and factory establishment
and sanitary rules prior to submitting project details to the Ministry of
Production together with an environmental impact study (EIA). The ministry

should give a response in 30 days.
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O There is a quota catch system for each species including Anchovy. For Tuna,
there is still adequate supply for the fishery industry. Fishery exports need to
satisfy the sanitary requirements for EU and as specified in FTAs including
HACCP. For standards and quality control, the National Institute for the
Defense of Competition and the Protection of Intellectual Property
(INDECOPI), Peru’s public standardization agency can be consulted.

O Proinversion cooperates with investors in making investment decisions and
pass on investment policy to each line ministry. Ministry of Agriculture/Industry
provides national regulations which also universally apply to regional
industries under the control of regional governments.

O The ministry of production is developing “National Plan for Diversification of
Production” (in comparison with the plans of Columbia, Chile, Costa Rica, and
Brazil, for example) to promote investment sectors with high impact on
economic growth, employment and production based on 3 pillars: 1)
Integration into the global value chain (GVC); 2) Reduction of public bottle
neck/regulations; and 3) Productivity enhancement. The ministry will invite
private sector to show business case for connecting local supplier with
multinational companies in the GVC in association with the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs which provide commercial offerings. Layouts of industrial parks and
special economic zones (SEZs) are also being planned. (8n315aRAsaRMENUNA

O Overview of Peru’s Political Economy

- Peru has been continuing its liberal economic policies, opening to free
trade and maintaining macroeconomic stability. There are no strong
political parties in Peru and the political prospect of a government from
a new political party makes people uncertain about future changes.
Current economic policies will continue, however.

- Weak meritocracy results in less able bureaucrats in the government
which, althougsh has large revenue, cannot spend public fund

effectively. The problem persists for the last 10-15 years, particularly in

the decentralized system in which the country is divided into 24 regions,
each with its own presidents, three of which are currently in jail on
corruption charges.

The economy is not as good as before growing the rate around 4.3%
this year compared with around 6% previously. The popularity of the
president who is being seen as a newcomer is declining, the prime
minister has resigned today and a new speaker of the parliament will be
selected, thus increasing the political uncertainty. The problem is due to
external and internal factors. Peru’s economy currently relies mostly on
the exports of raw materials whose prices have been declining due to
falling demand from China. The government has limited capacity to
spend money and this year public spending is very low. Businesses to

defer their investments due to lack of confidence.

O Peruvian population trend

Peru has a young demographic profile, a growing middle class entering
the labor market that can provide a strong workforce for 15-20 more
years when the population will reach a maximum of around45 million
people. Internal demand based on consumption has been growing and
benefiting the retail and construction sectors supported by low -interest
loans from the banking sector and through the government scheme.
Around 200,000 new cars were imported last year alone.

Despite its colonial history, Peruvian people welcome foreigners and
have high regard for Asians. As a matter of fact, it was president Fujimori
who opened up the country, despite currently being in jail for
corruption. Peru benefited from Chinese demand and now people can
afford Chinese and Japanese goods. Discrimination is not strong unlike
30 years ago.

The structural problem of high level of foreign ownership of domestic
assets still persists and does not help to lessen poverty in the country.
Peru suffered from poorly managed policies in 1968 when the military
government embarked on nationalization of foreign mining companies
and during the second half on 1980s when President Alan Garcia
implemented nationalist policies subsidizing food and energy. Since the
Fujimori period during the 1990s until the present, Peru has opened up

its economy and engaged in privatization of loss-making state
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enterprises. People benefited from international trade and could afford
higher consumption. Like other Latin American countries, the
government still provides financial support to the poor but on certain
conditions, for example, parents need to bring their children to health

centers and schools.

O Foreion investment

Local population should benefit from foreign investment through
employment and increasing economic activities but most investments,
32% of which are in mining, are capital intensive. In order to ensure
economic benefits from foreign investment, the Peruvian government
needs to 1) Provide investment incentives to produce industrial goods
such as the Ministry of Production’s national plan for production
diversification to high value-added goods, similar to the development of
some Asian countries such as Japan and China, for example; 2) Improve
education attainment to address the scarcity of skilled labor. For
example, gas pipeline construction company has to bring wielders from
Columbia or Chile even though unemployment is high at 6% and
underemployment is at 45%; 3) Address the lack of infrastructure and 4)
Simplify complicated tax system.

Some foreign investors face difficulty obtaining foreign worker permits,
mainly because of lengthy process and the requirement to employ
domestic workers (maximum 20% limit on the proportion of foreign
workers allowed).

Diversification of the economy away from mining may not be successful
due to lack of investment incentives, particularly in the manufacturing
sector. In agriculture, corporate income tax is 15% which is lower than
the normal rate of 30% in other sectors. The government has upcoming
projects to provide irrigated land in the coastal areas and give the
opportunity for foreign investors to invest in agricultural technology and
further enhance productivity in the production of high yielding crops
with large external market demand such as asparagus and sugar cane,
for example. In farming sector such as fishery and aquaculture, highly
skilled labor are not needed and labor force is more available,
compared with the manufacturing sector where average wage is rising

because companies are looking for skilled workers.
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In order to enter the market, foreign investors (even those in Latin
America e.g. Chilean companies) find it necessary to associate with a
Peruvian company as a local partner who knows how to deal with local
community and regional government. Investor should approach
local/regional government with best management, less corruption and
good physical infrastructure and level of education, for example, in
terms of electrification rate or the numbers of people completing
secondary/tertiary  education  based on  publicized national
statistics/data. Chiclayo region north of Peru is a good example of well-
managed region.

Already competitive agriculture sectors with many foreign investments
already include: grape (with large presence of Chilean companies),
asparagus (Spain) and sugar cane (Peruvian nationals e.g. Gloria has 30%
of allocated land in the country for plantation and Columbian
companies). For fishmeal, there is a quota catch system for fishing,
investors has to acquire existing companies with current quotas. Peru
government provides incentives for processing (canning or packaging)
food products such as fish, vegetables and fruits e.g. mango.

In tourism, the market for tourists from Asian countries is still
underdeveloped due to long travel distance and lack of hotels,
infrastructure and interpreters to cater specifically for Asian tourists.
Possible target groups are those with high spending power who can

afford the travel expense and those with US or EU visas already.

O International Trade and Investment

Peru has large and strong markets for poultry and sugarcane
represented by local firms. Poultry and sugarcane are among the sectors
that are excluded in the Free Trade Agreement with Thailand.

Peru still has to establish double taxation agreement with Thailand
when there are more business activities between the two countries in
the future. Formation of a Peru-ASEAN Chamber of Commerce would
help pool the resource and conduct joint investment promotion
activities.

Peru is more suitable as a gateway to thePacific Alliance than to the
Andean Community. Economically, the Andean community is not as

strong and some countries such as Ecuador implement import
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substitution policies. The Pacific Alliance (comprising of Columbia, Peru,
Mexico and Chile) represents open market economies with expanding
markets and similar economic policies and political systems.
The grouping is business oriented and has a common platform/trade
promotion office to promote businesses in Asia. There will be free
mobility of people (no visa requirement) who can work in Chile or
Columbia for up to 180 days and free movement of capital. Value
added production chains in Latin America will be developed e.g. using

agricultural raw materials in Peru for processing and packaging in Chile.

T. amﬂuqmﬁ’mnﬁsmms‘m’la (National Association
of Industries — SNI)
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O SNI represents Peruvian manufacturing sectors including metal, textile, food,
chemical and plastics that account for 60% of Peru’s industrial GDP. There
are 58 different committees from different sectors. SNI can offer help with
business match making and provide information on the industries in Peru
that investors look to invest in. Foreign investors are given equal treatment
as local investors including on property ownership and contracts. Sole
ownership in a business is possible even with significant presence in a
particular industry as long as there is no abuse of the monopoly position. In
fact several industries such as beer, telecom, media and dairy products are
dominated by few private groups.

O SNI does not specialize in agriculture or specifically fishmeal industry which has
its own association of around 7 companies. However 30% of Peru’s fishery
exports are for human consumption including canned, fresh and frozen fish, and
SNI has members in this segment. In other sectors, natural gas resource in the
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south of the country provides opportunity for investment in petrochemicals.
Metal industry including machinery is supported by the strong mining sector and
export channels. Quality textiles from wool and cotton. A variety of raw
materials for food industry and specialty markets is well supplied by the
agricultural sector where many crops can be grown at different climate.

O Peru provides good investment conditions for investment with value addition
according to the government’s diversification plan. Investment which brings
in technology is encouraged since raw materials still represent 75% of total
exports and only 15% for manufactured products. SNI is working together
with the Ministry of Production on how to promote the diversification.

O Peru’s recent economic growth is driven by private investment due to
privatization. The only sector with significant government ownership is in
petroleum, oil and gas. Electricity and transport are now mostly provided by
the private sector and there are many investment opportunities in
infrastructure. The infrastructure gap for Peru requires an estimated USD 80-
100 billion investment over the next 5-6 years. Thus there are investment
opportunities for construction companies and in Public-Private Partnership
(PPP) projects for managing the investments and maintaining infrastructure
such as roads and airports with many plans coming out of the sector. The
government also gives out concessions on natural resources.

O Industrial parks are all privately owned and are available for both lease and
sale. There are upcoming legislations which aim to promote industrial parks.
There are regulations on construction in particular areas. The amount of
licenses and the depth of Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study
required depend on the type of industry.

O SNI can offer help to members wishing to make an investment with a specific
size in any particular industry. SNI provides business match making service,
assists with government laws and regulations, facilitates contact with
different institution, provides legal, environmental and labor counseling, and
offer guidelines on where and who to contact including partner members.

O For canned tuna business, investors need to study the fishing quota and
determine the need for a possible partnership with a fishing company or
considering buying a business in order to easily comply with relevant
regulations. The government’s current policy is not to give out tax incentives
for industry in general. In fishing industry, there are 10% tax to the labor force
and 20% tax to the state making an effective tax rate of around 37% to the
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state. Agriculture sector has a more favorable tax condition: 5% contribution
to workers and 15% to the state with approximately 18% real tax on earnings.

O There are currently more cross-border investment activities within the American
continent compared with further regions in Asia or ASEAN. However countries
like Malaysia and Korea have expressed interests in furthering investment with
the Peruvian government. In terms of industrial development in South America,
Chile has around 10% of GDP in industrial production, Columbia 11%, Peru 159%,
Argentina around 20%, Brazil 21%, and higher for Mexico. The Pacific Alliance
(Chile, Peru, Columbia and Mexico) is most attractive for investment because of
their similar open-market policies and free flow of capital across the member
countries. There are about 91% zero tariffs between member nations, the
exception being Mexico where some tariffs still exist.

O Logistics system in Bolivia is still mostly by trucks but there is opportunity for
the construction and management of the railroad system. In Columbia and
Peru mostly by sea in the Pacific Ocean.

O Most companies in Peru are in light industries such as metal wielding, textile,
food, chemical and pharmaceutical. There are few heavy industrial
companies in ore processing and metal foundry. SNI members account for
60% of Peru’s industrial GDP. Most members are medium to large enterprises
including big multinational companies like Nestle, Procter and Gamble, and
Kimberly-Clark. FTAs with the US and EU also covers textiles and garment
products with zero tariffs. In addition a foreign state-owned company is
treated as a private company in Peru.

O SNI was previously a member association of CONFIEP which used to comprise of
all Peruvian trade and industrial associations (SNI, Commercial Chamber,
Exporters Association (ADEX), Fishery, Banking, Construction and Mining
Associations being the founding members). CONFIEP dealt with macro policy
issues on behalf of the associations each of which has their own member
companies. Today, there are over 20 associations including mining and
agriculture associations. The big four organizations working together are CONFIEP,
Commercial Chamber (for commerce), SNI (for industry), and ADEX (for export).
Investors should approach respective private associations according to their
specific areas for advice and counseling. Investors should also go to the
government investment promotion organization like Proinversion to help work
through government bureaucracy and get the right contact to deal with
government agencies. One of SNI’s main services is to assist companies in their

dealings with state governments and lobby on their behalf.
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O Sectors of interest include mining, electricity, tourism, housing and building
construction, and residual waste treatment. (Distribute presentation on
Thailand investment sectors to SNI members for information).

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Mr. Carlos Herrera, Director, Investors Servicing Division
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O Peru does not prioritize specific sectors for investment but the main areas of
interest include infrastructure which provide the basis for promoting any
productive sector.

O The country is rich in natural resources, for mining and agriculture for
example, but currently has an infrastructure gap of around USD 80-88 billion.
The government is promoting infrastructure investment through Public Private
Partnership (PPP) and currently has planned projects with USD 12 billion total
value available through (Design-Finance-Construct-Operate-Manage, DFCOM)
concessions between 20-40 years depending on the types of projects. Some
projects that have revenues from tariffs or tolls are self-sustainable. Other
projects will require subsidy in the form of co-financing with the government
via @ mechanism to pay back the money that the investor has already put
into the project during the initial design and construction periods. An example
is Line no. 2 of the Lima metro system has just been awarded covering 35 km
with total project value of around USD 6 billion. The co-financing from the
government for the project is up to around USD 4 billion to cover for civil
works and rolling stocks. The investor consortium will need to raise financing
for the project for each phase of the construction and will be paid back
accordingly in addition to the revenue from ticket sales. Proinversion has an
average of 25-30 infrastructure projects at a given time. For the coming year at
least 1 additional metro line will be awarded in addition to road, power
generation, telecom and social (health and education) infrastructure projects.
There is a maximum limit on total government co-financing of PPP projects at
7% of GDP.

Productive activities

O The general government policy is not to intervene in the economy. Almost all

sectors and activities are open for investment. The government only
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consolidates and provides predetermined policies based on the principle of
national treatment for both foreign and local companies.

O There are no restrictions on foreign investment except for air transportation
(50% ownership by a local partner for the first 6 month period and 30%
thereafter) and maritime activities (only available for national company).
Public services and mining activities are regulated by the corresponding
agencies e.g. OSINERGMIN for mining and energy, OSITRAN for transportation.
For power plants, accelerated depreciation of assets is the only investment
incentive in power generation and energy transmission and a temporary
authorization from the Ministry of Energy and Mining is required prior to the
development of a preliminary study. There are different markets for electricity
prices. In the regulated market, energy is sold to the national grid system
operated by OSINERGMIN, and the System Economic Operation Committees
(COES) are the regulator of tariff rates. In the free market, energy prices are
settled based on negotiation between the producers and their clients e.g.
power producers and industrial zone users.

O There is currently enough energy from hydroelectric and natural gas sources
so there is no policy support for renewable energy. Hydroelectricity
represents 52% of the energy market and 46% from natural gas. The potential
capacity of hydropower is 70,000 MW exceeding the current domestic
demand of 9,000 MW.

Industrial Development Policy

O There is no investment incentive or preference to encourage local supply
industries in specific areas. There are few incentives that apply generally e.g.
income tax and VAT reduction for companies set up in the jungle area and
special free zones. Past policies during 1960s and 1970s resulted in inefficient
local industries looking for government benefits certification of non-protection.
Most are assembly industry without the incentive to develop local parts.
Almost all incentives to support local industries were dropped as part of the
economic reform in 1991-92. Few government procurement benefits to local
companies that remained were eliminated 5-6 years ago. Local companies
need to look for foreign partners for technological knowhow. Given the local
conditions, regulations and FTAs, more attractive sectors for exports to the
global market are food processing, mining, construction materials as a result of
the infrastructure projects, and tourism where the Ministry of Trade and
Tourism has identified 7 special travel destinations other than Machu Picchu.
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O The government is trying to improve economic activities in the highland but
the geography of small coastal areas and large jungles separated by high
altitude mountain range in between, makes it difficult to promote
manufacturing industry in the highland. The coastal areas will be the main
growth engine in terms of production for a while. In addition, the government
has projects to make available almost 100,000 hectares of new land for
agriculture in the next 2-3 years. Proinversion has awarded concession for a
USD 700 million irrigation project north of Peru for Chavimochic project 700
km north of Lima. Around 60,000 hectares of new land will be allocated for
agriculture. Some 30,000 hectares are already owned by private agribusiness
and farmers but are not currently irrigated. Proinversion will be selling another
30,000 hectares in the coming months; 3,000 hectares by the end of this year
and the beginning of next year. The private sector builds and operates the
irrigation project and will develop the land under government concession
that are sold to local or foreign farmers for growing any crops including fruits
or vegetables. Nearby Salaverry port will be improved to facilitate
movements of produce from the area in the near future. Currently, the main
producers in Chavimochic are Peruvian e.g. Camposol. Largest foreign
company in the area is DanPeru, a Danish-Peruvian joint venture producing
asparagus, paprika and artichokes. There are some Chilean and Columbian
producers. In the Arequipa region south of Peru, another 35,000 hectares of
land will be sold to private companies. Proinversion will inform investors any
relevant regulation e.g. restriction on the production of rice or sugarcane.

O For food processing which adds value to agriculture produce e.g. canned and
processed products, the products can be sold to countries having free trade
agreements with Peru such as the US, Mexico, Canada and Central American
countries, but Brazil still does not have an FTA with Peru apart from the
Mercosur. In fishery, Peru has a long 3,000 km coast in which aquaculture can
be done. Companies in Ica, south of Peru produce scallops while those in the
north produce prawn. Trout can also be produced in the lakes and rivers in
the highland where production activities receive tax exemption. There are
also some special free zones in Paita port in the north, Tacna near southern
border with Chile, and nearby southern ports in llo and Matarani. There are
some restrictions on goods that can be produced in these zones.

O For the past two years, Proinversion has been working on investment
facilitation to simplify the procedure and help investors review local regulation
by working together with 80-90 local government offices and suggesting
changes in order to facilitate investment. For example, the municipality of Lima
reduces to time for business registration from 3-4 months previously to 15 days.
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The Ministry of Economy and Finance has set up a specialized team following
large investment projects in order to identify any red tape in the process and
help investors resolve any issues e.g. helping to resolve a problem with local
government when investors try to bring a gas pipeline to Ica region by working
with the competition agency, INDECOPI, and convince the Mayor of Ica through
media campaign. Proinversion conducts regional symposium on investment
potential and restrictions with the local authorities to attract and facilitate
private investment. Proinversion can also prepare information for investors on
specific economic sectors and markets, the main companies, services and
suppliers, and identify potential industrial site for location.

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O APM Terminals Callao is the manager of the north side of the Port of Callao
in Lima under a 30-year concession. The construction of the port started in
2006 and the port was completed and opened in 2010. The north terminal is
a multi-purpose general cargo terminal consisting of 30% of the container
business and all of the general cargo businesses. The container terminal on
south side which covers 70% of the container business is managed by DP
World. Previously the port was operated by a state owned company with
different logistics operator companies in the area.

O In 2013 APM handled 506,000 TEUs of the container traffic. General cargo
business is growing faster than projected with 11.7 million tons reached in
2013 compared with the target of 12 million tons by 2022 as specified in the
concession contract. The port is currently accommodating 20 container
shipping lines and 45 cargo ships per week. The average wait time outside
the port in the ocean is around 2-3 days.

O Future development of the project over the next ten years is divided into 5
phases. The first two phases: 2012-2014 and 2015-2016 were combined and
accelerated to receive the shipping lines of larger size and provide total
container capacity of 1.6 million TEUs by the second quarter next year.
Current capacity is around 500,000 TEUs. A new container birth will be
extended to gain more space and dredging will be done to 16 meters
depthin order to allow larger ship. Cranes and underground conveyor belts

will be installed to facilitate the logistics within the port area.
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O Port operations and development are subject to inspection and regulation
(by the Supervisory Board for Investment in Public Transportation
Infrastructure — OSITRAN) as specified in the concession contract. The first
phase was delayed due to the need to wait for issuance of construction
licenses.Service fees vary across the regulated and unregulated services.
Standard regulated services include the loading and unloading of cargo and
there are special services offering at discount as part of the concession
contract e.g. 100% discount on general cargo service. The National
Superintendence of Tax Administration (SUNAT) manages customs inspection
of goods coming in and out of the port including the transportation of
dangerous goods to the depots. SUNAT has a custom office inside the port
and the main office is nearby in Callao.

O During the bidding of the project, the company’s experts in business
development came to discuss with the authorities and made a proposal and
offer what the authorities wanted. The preparation for the bidding process
took about one year. The concession is managed by the transport ministry
through Proinversion. The overall investment is USD 750 million but
expected to reach over USD 1 billion at the end. The developed port will
include silos and grain crops and liquid containers.

O The company has to conduct CSR activities also by working with DP World
and commercial association to reduce roadway congestion around the port
area and give the government new ideas on logistics cabotage area in the
ocean to reduce congestion for example.

O Ships come to Callao as the most central point with most concentration of
containers. Larger ships with capacity of around 9,000 TEUs are from China,
the US and EU. Feed ships go through Panama as a big connection point to
China and EU. The route for Asia also comes directly from Singapore with
average travel time of around 30 days.

O The port is waiting for the railway logistics for the whole country which is still
to be developed in order to be a multi-purpose port.

O Note: On the date of the delegation visit to Callao, the public bus operators
in Callao were on strike due to conflict with the Mayor of Lima over her
refusal to let the operator services passengers in Lima in an attempt to
regulate the informal transportation market. The strike caused inconvenience
to commuters in Callao who relied on bus transportation in order to travel

to work in other parts of Lima which are divided into 7 municipalities each
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with different mayors. The problem highlights complication investors may
face with local government as a result of Peru’s decentralization and the

transition state of the country’s transportation infrastructure development.
